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Dear All,

As we prepare for Christmas we can look back at a year like no other. Who would have
thought that we would be spending most of the year away from friends and family
and in lockdown, due to a disease that has spread across the entire world? It has
transformed everyone’s lives in some way or other.

Having coped with one lockdown in March, it was with hope that people started to
return to school, shops, travelling, restaurants etc. | cannot say that people have
returned to normal because normal no longer seems to exist as we are still required
to wear a face mask, keep two metres apart and limit numbers at social gatherings.
In all the uncertainty and loss of this year, we have come together as a community
to help each other. With WhatsApp groups and people contacting and shopping for
those that need help, we have demonstrated that life goes on and people really do
make a difference.

As we come out of a month of lockdown, one of the challenges that many may face
is being isolated from other people, so we need to look for opportunities to stay in
touch.

first met Diana in 1983 at a dental

surgery in Dorking; | was living in
Sutton at the time. We married a year
later in Cheam and went house hunting.
Our first visit to Westhumble found
Burney Road deep in snow but in mid-
1985 we purchased 'Faircross’, the
house with an owl carved into the trunk
of a Blue Arizona cypress.

I was completely unaware of any family
connection with the Mickleham area,
but two years ago | started researching
my family history and discovered
that my great uncle, Sir Frank Dyson,
the 9™ Astronomer Royal (1910-
1933) had been a frequent visitor to
Cleveland Lodge to see his friend,
fellow mathematician and astronomer
Sir James Jeans. In 1925 James Jeans
presented Sir Frank with the Gold Medal
of the Royal Astronomical Society. Both
men have craters on the moon named
after them. Sir Frank is remembered for
organising two expeditions (to Africa
and South America) in 1919 to view
the solar eclipse. Measurements taken
during the eclipse confirmed Einstein’s
theory of the effect of gravity on light,
following which Einstein’s theory of
relativity finally found acceptance in
the scientific community.

One of Sir Frank Dyson’s eight children,
a daughter, Evelyn, was a VAD nurse
at St Dunstan’s in WW1. In 1922 she
married one of her patients, Hugh Stayt,
who in 1917 at the age of 17 had been
blinded by a flamethrowerin France. The
marriage lasted 10 years and produced
three children, one of whom played
rugby for England and went on a British
Lions tour to South Africa after WW2.
Hugh Stayt remarried and two pictures
of his second wife, Renée, can be found
on page 37 of A Group Photograph, our
crossword setter Andrew Tatham’s awe
inspiring magnum opus.

2 Robert Dyson

My Family Story is still a work in
progress. It contains the stories of my
parents (both doctors) and many other
relatives, including:

e Simon Fraser, the Old Fox, who was
beheaded after the battle of Culloden
in 1746.

e My mother’s cousin, Sir lan Fraser,
who was blinded by a sniper’s bullet
at the Somme in 1916 at the age of 18.
Sir lan was Chairman of St Dunstan’s
for 53 years and for many years an MP
and Life Peer. A champion of the ex
serviceman, his reputation today
only suffers because of his outspoken
support for apartheid.

¢ John Dougal, who made his fortune as
an East India merchant from 1830-1850,
importing indigo from Calcutta.

e My grandfather, Sir Henry Howard,
who in 1896 and 1897 won the
Varsity mile and who was a colonial
administrator and bursar of St John’s
College, Cambridge.

e Ebenezer Howard, a poulterer in
Leadenhall Market, whoin 1842 supplied
the turkey to Ebenezer Scrooge in A
Christmas Carol, and who subsequently
made a fortune developing Ladbroke
Grove in Notting Hill.

¢ Sarah Howard, who built and opened
the first department store in Halifax,
Nova Scotia, in 1865.

e Peter Howard, who was born with the
back of his left foot attached to his knee,
wore an iron support brace until he was
13, captained England at Rugby Union
in 1930, took on and defeated four
teams entered by Goering’s Luftwaffe
at the World Bobsleigh championships
in 1939, and a journalist and playwright
who was for five years world leader of
the Moral Rearmament movement.
e Peter Howard’s son, Philip, was a
journalist on The Times.

e Lilla Fraser who declined marriage
proposals for seven years due to her
suitor’s perverse beliefs in the theories
of Charles Darwin.

e My mother’s second cousin, Sir
Oswald Mosley, the fascist leader.

e My fourth cousin, Jonathan
Aitken, Defence Minister, whose
sword of truth became his dagger of
deceit and who rented his house at
Sandwich to Tiger Woods during the
2003 Open.

Among my numerous relatives who
perished in the two World Wars
are Lieut Arthur Howard, Royal
Fusiliers, who died of his injuries
in 1923 and Captain John Howard,
10* Parachute Battalion, who died
in 1944 during Operation Market
Garden (A Bridge Too Far). Both
were described as fair and blue-eyed
which may finally solve the puzzle of
how my daughter Rachael (educated
St Michael’s, Mickleham) and my
grandson Joshua (born in Bristol in
January 2020) got their piercing blue

Thinking globally, acting locally

As some readers know because
of our local WhatsApp group,
Kirsten posted an image of David
Attenborough with info about
happenings on Instagram, following
his recent broadcast on BBC 1. A few
people commented about how he is
‘a wonderful man’, we ‘need more
like him’ and ‘such an inspiring man’.
| thought yes, he is, BUT what he is
inspiring us to do? There have been a
few helpful comments in response.

So | am wondering how we can take
this further as a community? The Parish
Magazine is the obvious forum as it
goes to every household in Mickleham
and Westhumble. Could we start a
discussion, a series of articles etc on
how we here can help to do our little bit
to help with the crisis the world is in?
The climate emergency, dramatic loss of
biodiversity and Covid-19 are all linked.
Basically, the effect of the first two is to
cause instability in ecosystems with the
consequent opportunity for disease-
causing organisms to spread.

I know some people think that the loss
of biodiversity is ‘only happening out
there, in the rest of the world, in the
Amazon rainforest for example. This is
wrong. To take a simple example, the

number of moths coming in through
open windows into our bedrooms
at night — in my case this has fallen
dramatically in the 5-odd decades |
have lived here. This has occurred even
though we are surrounded in part by
the protected landscapes of Norbury
Park, Mickleham Downs and Box Hill.
To attempt to reverse this particular
decline, we need to think how we can
manage our gardens as well as trying to
help in other local areas.

The above is just one example but there
are many others. Could we encourage
youngsters to get more involved in our
community in ways that may help with
the current crisis? It is their future. How
can we encourage everyone to reduce
their carbon footprint? Tips for reducing
energy loss from our houses?

| also know that the religious commun-
ities have a 10-year programme of
encouraging activities to help save our
precious planet.

| have been reading in today’s Guardian
Weekend section a piece about Monty
Don. To quote him “the effect of
lockdown extends beyond gardening. |
like to think that it has engaged some
people for the first time in their own
world: growing seeds, watching the

robins, noticing the clouds, even. But
also, in terms of valuing homegrown
food, becoming more aware of climate
change, the use of plastic and peat —
these bigger issues are connected to
local, back-garden things. It’s easy to say
‘let’s save the rainforest’, because you
are not having to do it. If you're really
interested in looking after the world, it’s
all on our doorstep —in the garden you
can actually do it.”

So what do you all think? I am sure we
can do a lot more locally. Hopefully
| have seeded a few ideas for you to
take this forward. There are many
more. It is here though that | should
state that what | can do in terms of
communication is limited by my time
and energy. My expertise lies in botany
and | am currently doing as much as |
can to record and promote conservation
of plant species in the wider area of the
whole of Surrey.

Please do share this with others in
the parish who might be able to get
involved. This is not a matter of telling
people what they should or should
not do but is one of INSPIRING and
ENCOURAGING us all to participate and

Light Pollution

he other day | took an early morning

walk, and by early | mean early. It
was not my choice, my nine-month-
old had ideas about simultaneously
sprouting teeth and not sleeping. So, |
took a brisk stroll around the streets of
Westhumble in the hope of acquiring
some sleep.

As | walked around in the gloom and
the rain, | was very surprised to see
that many houses had their outside
lights on, burning brightly. Did you
know that the main reason that we
cannot see the stars these days is from
light pollution? Only a few years ago
we would have been able to see the
Milky Way from this area, but now we
are lucky to see the stars and planets
at all. 80% of the world’s population
lives under skyglow. In the United
States and Europe 99% of the public

cannot experience a natural night!”
Not only do electric lights affect
our appreciation of the night sky, it
increases energy consumption and
disrupts the natural ecosystem and
wildlife.

Iwould urge everyone to really consider
their use of lights, particularly those
that are left on all night long. If safety
is a concern then motion sensor lights
are an excellent solution, which of
course will remain off for the majority
of the evening. Your neighbours
will thank you too; it’s amazing how
far light from an outside source can
travel and find its way into bedroom
windows, even if they are not directly
opposite the light itself.

If you are interested in the celestial
occurrences, then do look out for the
Geminid meteor shower between 13"

Mickleham Community Speed Wo’rch

ou may have seen us out on the

Old London Road recently, wearing
high visibility jackets, adorned with
our speed check radar equipment. The
Mickleham Speed Watch group is up
and running. This residents’ group fully
supported by the Parish Council, Surrey
County Council Highways and working
in partnership with Surrey Police are
monitoring vehicle speeds in an effort
to reduce the number of drivers who
choose to exceed the speed limits.
Our first session was on 10" September.
In September we conducted 6 sessions
and of the 70 plus Speed Watch
groups in Surrey only one carried
out more sessions than us. At the
time of writing we have undertaken
8 sessions and logged a good many
vehicles exceeding the speed
limit, with some second offences.

In September Surrey police sent out
1413 letters, but the numbers have
been running lower than last year due
to Covid and some groups still shielding.
This activity is also helpful to support
the efforts of the Parish Council in their
campaign to reduce traffic noise and
speed through our very special village.

We are looking for more volunteers
to join the team. It is not a huge
commitment, just one or two, 1-hour
sessions a month. Training is given by
Surrey Police, in one evening session, at
which it is also very interesting to learn
some of the background to the policing
of our roads.

Pauline Nanette Clark

1930 -

n a breezy but sunny September

day, Pauline’s family and a few
friends gathered at the graveside to
celebrate her life in a service made
more special by Covid-19 restrictions.
Grandchildren read poems and music
was provided by a trio (flute, violin
and clarinet) that included one of her
granddaughters. They played music she
loved including John Rutter’s ‘The Lord
Bless You and Keep You’, a theme from
Bach’s St Matthew Passion and ‘Lord of
all Hopefulness'.

Pauline’s abiding passion throughout
her life were her family and classical
music. As a girl she used to see Ralph
Vaughan Williams walking in Dorking
High Street. She joined the Mickleham
Choral Society in the early 1970s and
sang with them for nearly 40 years. The
highlight of her year was singing Bach’s
St Matthew Passion or St John Passion
every Easter at the Dorking Halls and
she was buried with the vocal score of
the St Matthew Passion.

Pauline was a Dorking girl through and
through — born and brought up in the
town, she attended Dorking Grammar
School and was a keen member of
St Paul’s Church choir. She then worked
as a legal secretary, commuting to
London. Her father Gordon Bray was
sales director at EJ Bakers when her
future husband John answered an
advertisement for junior staff. Pauline

met John at Dorking Dramatic and
Operatic Society and then Gordon
invited him back for tea and to play
snooker as he had a half-size table in the
garage. John was far more interested in
Pauline than the snooker.

John and Pauline married on 4th April
1953 in Dorking and they went on to
celebrate their diamond wedding in
2013 shortly before John’s death. At
first, they lived in Dorking but then
needing more space they bought a plot
of land in Mickleham, which they called
Spring Acre because it was an acre of
land and they bought it in the spring.
It is hard to imagine the challenge of
bringing up six children: Sally, Simon,
David, Graham, Andrew and Ben. But
John always said she did a fantastic job.
One thing s for sure —she did it her way.

Pauline could be very relaxed. John
came home one Summer evening to
find 24 boys riding bikes and throwing
apples in the garden. But she was
also quite a formidable character and
did not put up with any nonsense.
John sometimes found himself on the
receiving end of her displeasure. On
many evenings he would arrive home
late for dinner having stopped at the
Running Horses after work. ‘I've just
been talking to the Rector’ he would
say. This excuse soon wore a bit thin.

As the children began to grow up
Pauline had time to study for her

grades in singing and piano. Another
of Pauline’s passions was sport. By all
accounts she was a talented tennis
playerin her younger days, and she was
also a strong swimmer and made sure
all the children learnt to swim at the
Burford Bridge swimming pool.

She had a lovely sense of humour
which endured, and her cheeky smile
endeared her to all. She could however
be extremely stubborn. Quiet and not
one to push her opinion forward she
nevertheless had an opinion on most
things which would be delivered as
a one-liner, examples being: ‘What
nonsense!’, ‘Don’t be so ridiculous!’ and
‘Is that the best you can do?’

Pauline was absolutely in her element
when the grandchildren started to
arrive. She adored babies and she
was a wonderful nanny to her 11
grandchildren and her great grandson.

Pauline was fortunate to be looked
after by some very special carers in
her final years. She was always initially
sceptical of anybody new but once her
trust had been gained these carers
developed a special rapport with her
which preserved a quality of life to
the end.

Pauline and John were both only
children. She could not have imagined
when she stood at that altar in 1953
that her legacy would be such a large
and wonderful family. We will all miss

her dearly. Sally Clark

Then,
post WW2, it became an epidemic
in the UK, under its current name,
tuberculosis.

The treatment then was to isolate
all sufferers in remote countryside
sanatoriums, with fresh air as the only
known restorative, thus ‘shielding’
the population from it. No drugs
or vaccines were available for some
years, and PPE had not been heard of.
All nursing staff wore starched white
aprons and coats, and masks were only
used in the operating theatres, where

It is currently the fashion in First
World War history circles to say that
the war poets like Sassoon were not
representative of the general feeling at
the time and that the higher command
did the best they could given that their
Army included many citizen volunteers
rather than purely being made up of
professionals. Obviously there is some
truth in that but it really should not be
ignored that there were many regular
officers whose qualifications for the job
were their class, money, obedience and
fearlessness rather than any particular
imagination or intelligence. Ten years
before the First World War, the Russo-
Japanese War had seen machine
guns and quick firing artillery causing
horrendous casualties against massed
full frontal attacks, and yet observers
from all the major European military
powers seem not to have thought
that this modern weaponry required
any change in tactics. It appears that
a combination of optimism, the will to
win and the belief in inherent British
superiority were more commonly
valued than lateral thinking or the
detailed analysis of the options and
possible outcomes. Luckily lessons have
been learned and those flaws are no
longer exhibited by the current leaders
of this country.
Here are some of the other clues, with
definitions underlined:
9 Cockney communicating extreme
lack of beer to maiden (5)
FIRST

‘extreme lack of beer’ = thirst, which
a Cockney would say as FIRST in an

example of Th-fronting (this only
became fairly common in London in
the late 1800s and wasn’t thought of
as being a fully-fledged part of Cockney
English until the early 20*" century).

EXUBERANT

‘Former’ = EX, ‘six-legged taxi driver’

STOIC

‘That’s how it was written’ = SIC (used
to emphasise that what appears to be
anerrorin a quote is in fact intentional,
as in ‘Everyone really enjoys Andrew’s
puzzles [sic]’) which goes about TO.

20 Fantastical beast is fake, with its tail
stuck on its head, led by naked ogre (7)
GRYPHON

‘fake’ = phony, ‘with its tail stuck on its
head’ means you move its last letter to
the front to get YPHON, and that is led
by ‘naked oGRe’ where ‘naked’ means
that the central letters do not have the
clothing provided by the outer letters. |
hope you didn’t get thrown by the fact
that GRYPHON can also be spelt ‘griffin’
or ‘griffon’ (though neither of those fit
with the rest of the clue).

2 It could be a yen for acceptance (8)
CURRENCY

‘ven’ can be money = CURRENCY
which can also mean ‘acceptance’
as in ‘the word ‘coronageddon’ only
came into common currency during
the pandemic’.

5 Exotic duo care for the origin of their
Panama hats (7)
ECUADOR

‘Exotic’ anagram of DUO CARE leads
to the strange fact that Panama hats
are actually made in Ecuador (they are
woven from the leaves of a palm-like
plant that grows there). The Panama
name comes because Ecuador was
rather off the beaten track so the hats
were taken up to sell in Panama which
was a much busier trading centre.
Even before the canal opened in 1914,
Panama was used as a crossing point by
travellers wanting to reach the Pacific
without having to round Cape Horn, and
a particular boom in hat sales resulted
from the California Gold Rush (1848-
1855) with prospectors passing through
and needing something to keep off the
sun. On being asked where they had got
their stylish hats, they said ‘Panama’
and the name stuck.
